A REPORT ON THE MACKINAW NICKEL
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LOCATION:
The Mackinaw Mine is located on Weiden Creek,
one of the head waters of the Sauk River and is about four miles
by trail from Monte Christo. It lies near the railrosd (about
4,000 ft. in a straight line). It is about 60 miles from tide
water at Everett and last year the railroad made a rate of $3.00

per ton on ore.

GENERAL CONDITIONS:

The climate is extremely snowy in the winter
and wet in the fall, Notwithstanding this fact the mines at Monte
Christo are producing a very low grade o re at a fair profit.
Except for the climate all the conditions of
operation are good, The property is close to the Railroad and
near to a fine tide water harbor where coal and all supplies are
cheap, There is an abundance of mountain cedar, red cedsr, fir

énd hemlock on the property and there is a saw mill 25 miles down
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the railroad., There is an abundance of water and several water
: powers near at hand. The Cascade range 2t this locality is pre-
cipitous in the extreme and the enormous iain fall makes water
powerg very abundant.

The altitude of the third or upper tunnel is
2,800 ft, above sea level, The second tunnel is 110 ft, below.
The wain working tumnnel would be 435 lower or 3Z65 ft, above sea
level,

The deep snow will prevent winter work on the
property except throuh the lower tunnel. The lower tunnel is
only projected, the second tumnel has been driven 290 fset and
I am told is in high grade ore at the breast., The upper tunmnel
is 168 ft. in length and is in ore, There are also 4 cross-cuts
driven in the cliffs abova the tunnels exposing a very largs

body of ore, in width from 2 to 40 ft,

THE DEPOSIT:

The Mackinaw ore bodies are masses, having a len-
ticular form in a lateral direction,occurring in an intrusion of
peridotite, Most of the bodies lie along the contact of the peri-
dotite and the surrounding slates, This intrusion outcrops as a
pinnacle jutting out of the side of a massive mountain, As & re-
sult the main series of deposits can be worked‘through one long
tunnel,

The peridotite intrusion is lenticular in superfi-
cial outline, It is about 4,800 ft. long and 1,300 ft. wide in
