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REPORT ON
THE RAINBOW MINE

LOCATION:
The Rainbow Mine is located on the west side
of Sucker Creek in the Waldo District, Josephine County,
Oregon, and is about four miles in an air line west of
the Oregon Caves, The property lies in the NWi Seetion
12, Township 40 South, Range 7 West, Willamette Meridian.
Thg Rainbow Mine is served by two roads shortly
after leaving the Oregon Caves Highway at Grayback Creek;
one following along Sucker Creek for three miles to the
main camp, and the other ascending the ridge above the
mine proper a distance of some 3% miles, The latter road
is a recently constructed C.C.C, project, an excellent
mountain road, and a branch therefrom permits delivery of
supplies to a point of easy access to the mine and mill,
From Grayback Creek on the Oregon Oaves Highway, the Red-
wood Highway, U. S. No. 199, is eleven miles distant. Grants
Pass is thirty miles from the Caves Highway Junction., I%
requires a little over one hour to drive by automobile from

the mine to Grants Pass.

CLIMATE:
The climate of Southwestern Oregon is generally
mild all the year round, except in the high mountains. The
