
























































GEORGE R. BROWN MEDAL

The Board of Trustees and the Class of 1922 established the George R. Brown Medal in 1974 in honor of one of the
School’s most distinguished alumni, a member of the class and a Distinguished Achievement Medalist in 1949. The medal
is awarded to a person who has rendered distinguished service in or to the field of engineering education.

Albert W.
Schlechten

Dr. Albert W. Schlechten is professor of metallurgical
engineering and director of the W.J. Kroll Institute of
Extractive Metallurgy at the Colorado School of Mines.

With the exception of two years in World War 11 with the
U.S. Bureau of Mines and two years as CSM vice president for
academic affairs he has taught courses in nonferrousextractive

metallurgy every year since 1940. He has instructed, inspired
and infected with enthusiasm legions of students who, in turn,
have made substantial contributions to the metallurgical
profession. His counsel and encouragement have helped many
young faculty develop into better teachers because of his
guidance.

He gained the B.S. degree in metallurgicalengineeringat the
Montana School of Mines in 1937 and the Sc.D. at the
Massachusetts Institute of Technology in 1940. The Montana
School of Mines gave him the honorary degree of
metallurgical engineer in 1965.

Schlechten served as professor and chairman of the
department of metallurgical engineering at the Missouri
School of Mines (now University of Missouri—Rolla) from
1946 to 1963, and was professor and head of the department of
metallurgical engineering at CSM from 1963 to 1968. He has
held the title of director of the W.J. Kroll Institute for
Extractive Metallurgy since 1971.

In 1978 he received the Mineral Industry Education Award
of the American Institute for Mining, Metallurgical, and
Petroleum Engineers (AIME) and in 1979 received the James
Douglas Gold Medal of AIME in recognition of distinguished
achievement in nonferrous metallurgy.



MINES MEDAL

The Mines Medal, established in 1979 by the Board of Trustees and given for the first time at this Commencement, is
awarded to those persons, whether or not alumni and whether or not members of the university community, who have
rendered unusual and exemplary service to the Colorado School of Mines.

Robert A.
Baxter
(Posthumous)

Prof. Robert A. Baxter was a member of the CSM faculty
from 1922 to 1959 and at the time of his death, in May 1978,
was professor emeritus of chemistry. Heestablished theannual
award in chemistry which bears his name and is given to a
graduating senior. For a time he was manager and faculty
sponsor of CSM soccer teams. Baxter was a highly respected
consultant to business, industry, and state government and at
one time was a member of the Golden City Council. He
participated in the affairs of the American Legion for over 50
years and for 30 years was a director and director emeritus of
the Golden Savings and Loan Association. He wasa long-time
member, committee worker, and officer of the United
Methodist Church in Golden.

William V.
Burger

Dean Emeritus William V. Burger served the Colorado
School of Mines from 1947 until his retirement in 1964,
including the period of 1951 to 1964 when he held the position
of dean of students and registrar. He continued his
involvement in School affairs as advertising manager of Mines
Magazine, published by the CSM Alumni Association, until
1979. The Association named him an honorary member in
1968. Dean Burger was elected to honorary membership in
Blue Key in 1951, and twice during his career at Mines, the
Prospector yearbook was dedicated to Deanand Mrs. Burger.
He is active in community affairs and continues to sustain the
School through his efforts on behalf of the International
Alumni Advisory Committee of The Resource Fund of CSM.



John W
Vanderwilt

Dr. John W Vanderwilt is Trustee Emeritus and President
Emeritus of CSM. He served as a member of the Board of
Trustees from 1947 to 1950 and was president of the School
from 1950 to 1963 during a period of growth in student
enrollment and physical plant. For many years he was a
geology consultant in the Denver area and now continues that
practice in Sun City, California, where heand Mrs. Vanderwilt
reside. He is affiliated with many professional and honorary
societies and is an honorary member of the CSM Alumni
Association.



HONORARY DEGREE

Dr. Walter Orr Roberts was graduated from Ambherst
College in 1938 and received his M.A. and Ph.D. degreesfrom
Harvard University in 1940 and 1943, respectively. He also
holds honorary degrees from Ripon College, Ambherst,
Colorado College, C.W. Post College, Carleton College, the
Universities of Colorado and Denver, and the University of
Alaska.

In July 1940, Dr. Roberts began the operation, at Climax
and Boulder, Colorado, of the High Altitude Observatory
which has evolved from a one-man operation affiliated with
the Harvard College Observatory to a research division of the
National Center for Atmospheric Research with Dr. Roberts
as its director from 1960 to 1968. He was president of the
University Corporation for Atmospheric Research from 1960
to 1973. He has been professor of astrogeophysics at the
University of Colorado since 1956. At present he is director of
the program on Food, Climate, and the World’s Future at the
Aspen Institute for Humanistic Studies. He is also a research
associate of the National Center for Atmospheric Research.

DOCTOR OF He is a member of many professional societies and is a past
president of the American Association for the Advancement

ENGINEERING of Science (AAAS). He is a trustee of the Max C. Fleischmann
Foundation, of the Aspen Institute for Humanistic Studies,

Walter Orr Roberts and of the International Federation of Institutes for Advanced

Study. He is one of 26 distinguished leaders appointed in
g : & March 1980 to serve on the advisory board of the Department
A View of Century 21 of Energy’s Solar Energy Research Institute(SER1)in Golden.
