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INTRODUCTION

This report records the work of the USGS Mission in Saudi Arabia during the
second quarter of the Fiscal Year 1990. The work has been done in accordance with
the Tenth Extension to the Work Agreement between the Ministry of Petroleum
and Mineral Resources and the U.S. Geological Survey (USGS). The Tenth
Extension Agreement is for five years and covers the period from 1 January 1990 to
31 December 1994 (4 J. Thani 1410 to 29 Rajab 1415).
