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COLORADO SCHOOL OF MINES HISTORY

It is interesting to note that the two great mining schools of the country, the
Colorado School of Mines and the Columbia School of Mines, were founded
in the same year, 1864. The Colorado School of Mines had its ineeption when
the practical miners of Gilpin County set aside a certain part of the income from
the recording of deeds for claims for found a school of mines.

ORIGINAL CAMPUS

In 1868 when Bishop Randall of the Protestant Episcopal Chureh started
his proposed university at Golden he made provision for a school of mines and
the original building yet stands on the grounds of the Industrial School for Boys
about two miles east of the present campus. In 1870 an appropriation by the
State Legislature enabled a new building to be construeted. This building
was completed in the following year where tests on Colorado coals were made
by Professor Mallett. These tests were favorable, showing Colorado coal to be
of commercial value. Thus early in its history the School of Mines demonstrated
its peculiar value and its intimate relation to the varied resources of the Rocky
Mountain region. '

Dr. Levi Harsh, representative from Jefferson County, secured an appro-
priation of five thousand dollars in 1874, When this appropriation became
available the school was transferred by Bishop Randall to the territorial authori-
ties. The first Board of Trustees met in Golden July 6, 1874, Ion. W. A. II.
Loveland was elected president, and Captain 8. L. Berthoud, secretary,
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The length of time, course of study, ete., was left in the hands of the Pro-
fessor-in-charge, the title then adopted for the president of the school. E. J.
Mallett, a New York chemist, was the first Professor-in-charge. Under the nom-
ination by Governor John L. Routt, the last of the territorial exeeutives, a new
board of trustees was appointed. One of its members was Captain James T.
Smith of Jefferson County.

In 1876 Gregory Board, M.E., a graduate of the Royal School of Mines,
- succeeded E. J. Mallett as Professor-in-charge. His salavy was fixed at one hun-
dred dollars per month plus fifty per cent of the receipts from assays, chemical
tests, mine examinations, ete. With the assistance of ‘‘gentlemen of suitable
attainments'’ the Professor-in-charge was authorized to examine candidates and
grant diplomas.

In 1877 the property of the school was transferred from the territorial to
the state board. The first circular or catalogue for the school was prepared by
Messrs. Berthoud and Smith and was printed in the office of the Golden Tran-
seript. It is worth looking up in spite of the fact that comparisons are odious.
In 1878 Milton Moss, a practical chemist, succeeded Gregory Board as the head
of the school, the latter taking charge of the Golden Smelting Works.

The year 1879 was a cruicial one in the affairs of the school which at that
time was confronted by an agitation to merge the school with the State Uni-
versity at Boulder. It was in this year also that the one-fifth of a mill tax was
established for the regular support of the school. At this time Rev. John R.
Eads was elected president of the Board of Trustees and at the same meeting it
was decided to open the spring term in the Loveland Building as the State
Building on the hill had no water supply.

On January 1, 1880, the first building of the present campus was opened.
Dr. Steinhauer took the place of Rev. J. R. Hads as president of the Board at
this time. Later in the year Professor Albert (!. Hale was engaged as the fourth
head of the school. In May, 1881, the faculty was made up of Professors Iale,
Moss, Lakes and Bellam with one janitor and one laboratory assistant. On Sep-
tember 22, 1881, an expenditure of two hundred and fifty dollars, for books, laid
the foundation for the school library. In 1882 the addition which now joins
the old building with Chemistry Hall was completed. The degree of Engineer
of Mines, the first granted by the school, was conferred upon Professor Milton
Moss. It was in this year also that fifty dollars was voted towards equipping
a temporary gymnasium. This was the commencement of the School of Mines
athletics. About this time the school team won the championship of the Rocky
Mountain region in rugby football.
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The graduating class of 1883, first in the history of the school, was com-
prised of W. B. Middleton of New York and W. H. Wiley of Los Angeles. Pro-
fessor Hale, who resigned in 1883, was the first Professor-in-charge to bear the
title of President, said title having been created by an act of the Fourth General
Assembly. Dr. Paul Mever was appointed Professor of Mathematies shortly
afterwards. Dr. Regis Chauvenet of St. Louis was elected president of the
school during this year. Thus ended the formative period of the school.

THE CHAUVENET REGIME

After the election of Dr. Chauvenet the school made rapid strides in ad-
vancement. In 1888 the Board advertised for bids to ereet an experimental
plant. In August of the same year a contract was let for the erection of a resi-
dence for the president. There were thirty-eight students in attendance at this
time. In 1889 work was started on the Hall of Cheimstry, which is now the
north end of the Chemistry Building, and this was ready for use in September,
1890. The Gymnasium was in the basement of this building, the present Physics
Laboratory. The attendance of students in 1890 was sixty-five. Fourteen states
and territories together with England and Australia were represented in the
roster. Two under-graduates and two members of the Board of Trustees were
retained for service in the South Afriecan gold fields, thus giving the school
an important part in the development of the greatest gold field in the annals
of the world.

Horace B. Patton appears in the growing faculty which included eight mem-
bers at this time. The IHall of Engineering was added to the campus in 1894.
Dr. J. P. Kelly succeeded Dr, Steinhauer as president of the Board of Trustees
in 1895. Two vears later Dr. Steinhauner was again elected to the presidency
of the Board. The graduating class of 1898 had twenty-four members. The
total enrollment of the school was one hundred eighty-three, sixty per cent of
whom were from Colorado. In the following year Winfield Scott Stratton be-
came the president of the Board of Trustees.

The ““ Assay Annex’” was provided for in 1900. Paul Meyer, James C. Rob-
erts, Charles D. Test and William 8. Haldane appear in the faculty roster of
this year. In 1901 Frank Buckley was chosen president of the Board of Trus-
tees. In Janunary, 1902, Dr. Chauvenet resigned and Dr. Charles S. Palmer was
elected to the vacaney. The attendance at this time was two hundred thirty-four.
In the fall of 1902 contracts were let for the Stratton IHall of Metallurgy. In
April of the next year .J. P. Kelly was elected president of the Board of Trustees.
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THE ALDERSON REGIME

In 1903 Dr, Vietor C. Alderson, then Dean of the Faculty at Armour Insti-
tute of Technology, was offered the position as president and accepted. IHis ad-
ministration began with the fall term of 1903. Ierman Fleck, G. Montague But-
ler, Frank W. Traphagen, J. C. Bailor and C. R. Burger were members of his
first faculty. The school had an attendance in this year of two hundred ninety-
one, a gain of seventy-nine students since the previous year. At the World’s
Fair of 1903 the school was specially represented and received gifts to the ex-
tent of ten thousand dollars as a result.

Guggenheim Iall was dedicated in 1906. The donation for its erection
having been made the year before by Simon Guggenheim. Dr. Frank W. Gun-
zaulus, President of Armour Institute of Technology, delivered the principal
address. The Power House was also built during this year. In 1907 the Gym-
nasium was completed and furnished, the sum of sixteen hundred dollars being
contributed by graduates of the school towards the cost of the fixtures. Forty-
nine of the three hundred and sixty-seven students of the school gradnated as the
elass of 1907. During the summer of this year President Aldersorm visited the
chief mining schools in Rurope and the ore testing plant of the Krupp Works
in Madgeburg, Germany, after which the plant at the school was modeled.

In 1911 Frank Bulkeley was elected president of the reorganized Board of
Trustees. Resolutions adopted by the new Board recited the ‘‘Goldea Age’ of
the institution. TIn the eight years during which the retiring Board had been
in control the course of study had been widened, the number of college graduates
in attendance largely inereased and the value of gifts to the school advanced to
the sum of two hundred thousand dollars. Permanent property of the school

was enhanced to a valuation of $723,841 as compared with $245,770 in 1900.

At the close of 1912 the school had 265 students in attendance and was en-
tirely free from debt for the first time in its history. A choice of courses in
the final two years of study was opened to students in Metal Mining, Coal Min-
ing, Metalluregy, Mining Geology and Applied Chemistry, Dr. Alderson re-
signed in 1913 and was succeeded hy William . Haldane who served as acting
president during the years 1913-14. In 1915 William B. Phillips was elected
president, which office he held until 1916, when IH. C. Parmalee became the
president. In the spring of 1917 due to unsettled conditions prevalent in the
country at that time and as a result of a disagreement between faculty members
and the students, a strike of the student body occurred, thus disrupting tempor-
arily the continuity of the school’s advancement. At the opening of the follow-




ing school year Dr. Alderson was again eleeted to the presideney and has held
that position to the present day.

At the present time the attendance of the school is 468, thirty-three per cent.
of the student body having attended other institutions of higher learning before
coming to Golden. Eight men are post-graduates. A list of the schools from
which these men have received degrees would look like a eensus of the best
eolleges and universities of the country. The value of the permanent property of
the school has reached a sum very close to $900,000, an inerease of over 250 per
cent. since 1900.

Thus the history of the Coolorado School of Mines emerges from a past filled
with strenuous but suecessful efforts into a thriving present. We hope for, and
prediet, an even more successful future.
